It is important to check and clean the
air filter as per the Maintenance
Schedule. dirty air filter will not allow
the correct amount of clean air to pass
through your air conditioner, resulting
in poor performance and increased
running costs. Please follow the below
steps:-

1. Release the central air inlet grille.

a. Screws secure the cover in place.
These are located in one of two
positions (model specific).

In the corners of the grille

panel (pull the two screw covers up to
remove the screws).

b. Push the fasteners to unlock the
grille from the fascia.

Disassemble the grille by pulling
fromdown to 45° angle and unclipping 

the fascia.

3. Remove the filter mesh. Clean the
filter mesh by vacuuming or washing
under running water (no warmer than
45°C).  Use a mixture of mild detergent
and water if the filter has grease or oil
buildup. Dry in the shade.

Problem Probable Cause
1. The air conditioner

does not run.

2. Remote controller
is not operating the
air conditioner.

3. There is insufficient
cooling.
